BOARD OF TRUSTEES


August 8, 2016
Meeting was called to order by Chairman Dale Paider at 8:00 p.m. Trustees in attendance for the meeting were Dale Paider, Richard Anderson, Doug Griess, Alvin Johnson and Christy Underwood. Others present for at least part of the meeting were Trevor Lee, Valley County Economic Development, Jeremy Dorsey, Tim Einspahr, Wayne Hunt and Rosmarie Ritz.
Chairman Dale Paider announced and informed the public that a current copy of the Open Meetings Act was posted in the room and a copy of the Act was also available in pamphlet form.

Motion by Johnson, second by Underwood, to approve minutes of regular meeting of July 11, 2016; all aye, motion carried. 
Underwood made motion, second by Johnson, to approve Financial Report for July 2016 as presented; all aye;  motion carried.   
Motion by Johnson, second by Underwood, to approve Village Accounts Payable Claims July 2016 as presented; all aye; motion carried.
Trevor Lee, Valley County Economic Development, shared information regarding two different grant possibilities, Civic and Community Center Financing Fund (CCCFF) and Land and Water Conservation Fund (LWCF) as well as a sample of a development agreement. 
Tim Einspahr asked for permission for the Sons of the American Legion to host a Barbecue Cook-Off in the Garden Club Park on Saturday, September 3, 2016. Motion by Anderson, second by Johnson to approve hosting of Barbecue Cook-Off by the Sons of the American Legion on Saturday, September 3, 2016, unless it would conflict with other activities scheduled; all aye, motion carried.
Jeremy Dorsey asked the Village Board of Trustees to approve the special designated license (SDL) application the Sons of the American Legion will submit to the Nebraska Liquor Control Commission to have a beer garden on the east side of the Demolition Derby on Sunday, September 4, 2016, from 1:00 p.m. to 8:00 p.m. Motion by Johnson, second by Griess, to approve application for a Special Designated License for a beer garden to take place on Sunday, September 4, 2016, from 1:00 p.m. to 8:00 p.m. on the east side of the Demolition Derby; all aye, motion carried.
Wayne Hunt presented well inspection report by Layne Christensen. Quote from Layne Christensen for $703 to replace shut off and cast iron pipe at well shop would save on down time. Motion by Johnson, second by Griess, to approve quote from Layne Christensen for $703.00; all aye, motion carried.
Underwood made motion, second by Griess, to approve payment of Municipal Supplies invoice of $1,425.23 to repair water main to well house; all aye, motion carried.

Dedication of tree for Wesley Sell will be on Saturday, October 8, 2016. Trustees decided to have the ceremony at 2:00 p.m. Information will be published on website and in the Arcadia Guide.
The Sons of the American Legion will share in the cost of the Port-a-Potties for Labor Day Weekend. Wayne Hunt will contact Petska in Ord.

Wayne Hunt discussed possible purchase of used pick-up at Joe’s Motor Company in Hazard. Chairman Dale Paider and Doug Griess volunteered to go to Hazard and check over pick-up. Motion by Anderson, second by Johnson to look at and purchase used pick-up at Joe’s Motor Company in Hazard if it is in good shape; all aye, motion carried.
The Board of Trustees discussed the budget for fiscal year 2016/2017. Cost of hiring one more full time person will need to be included, as well as water bond, construction of duplex if the Village receives grant and possibility of building new shop/office space.

Annexation of properties using Village water but outside of Village borders was discussed. Properties would have to be surveyed. Having special fee added to water bill was discussed. Clerk Ritz will contact Brad Slaughter to determine what cost would be if added to water bill.
Motion by Johnson, second by Griess, to move into executive session at 9:39 p.m. to review wages; all aye, motion carried. Johnson made motion, second by Griess, to leave executive session at 10:39 p.m.; all aye, motion carried.

Motion by Johnson, second by Underwood, to raise hourly wages of John Fells, Laura Hurlburt, Marlin Sell and Logan Spencer 25 cents/hour, raise hourly wage for Rosmarie Ritz to $13/hour, raise Wayne Hunt’s salary three percent; all aye, motion carried. Ritz reported that according to new rule by the U.S. Department of Labor Wage and Hour division (DOLWHD), salary of Wayne Hunt will have to be converted to hourly wage by December 1, 2016. Trustees discussed hiring another full time utilities person so Wayne Hunt would not always be on call and to share the workload. Trustees asked Wayne Hunt to compose an advertisement looking for a full time utilities person.

Clerk Ritz shared that Village Board and Staff are invited to 40 years Miller & Associates celebration in Kearney on Thursday, August 11.
Motion to adjourn by Johnson, second by Griess, all aye, meeting adjourned at 11:03 p.m.; next regularly scheduled meeting will be Monday, September 12, 2016, at 8:00 p.m. at the Village Office (Arcadia Clinic).
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
