BOARD OF TRUSTEES


November 14, 2016
Meeting was called to order by Chairman Dale Paider at 8:00 p.m. Trustees in attendance for the meeting were Dale Paider, Richard Anderson, Doug Griess, Alvin Johnson (arrived at 8:02 p.m.) and Christy Underwood. Others present for at least part of the meeting were Chuck Abel, CPA, Severson, Lammers & Abel, Scott Philbrick, Wayne Hunt and Rosmarie Ritz.
Chairman Dale Paider announced and informed the public that a current copy of the Open Meetings Act was posted in the room and a copy of the Act was also available in pamphlet form.

Motion by Underwood, second by Griess, to approve minutes of regular meeting of October 10, 2016; all aye, motion carried. 
Johnson made motion, second by Underwood, to approve minutes of October 17, 2016; all aye, motion carried.

Motion by Underwood, second by Johnson, to approve minutes of October 26, 2016 meeting; ayes: Underwood, Johnson, Griess and Anderson; abstain: Paider, motion carried.

Trustee Anderson stated that the motion he made during November 2, 2016, meeting, was not recorded the way he made it. The motion (paragraph seven) should read as follows: “Motion by Anderson, second by Underwood, to offer Janson Dietz starting wage of $18/hour”, deleting “to be raised to $20/hour after obtaining necessary certifications, plus $500 monthly bonus to be paid quarterly.” After some discussion, motion by Griess, second by Underwood, to approve minutes of November 2, 2016, with corrected paragraph seven, deleting “to be raised to $20/hour after obtaining necessary certifications, plus $500 monthly bonus to be paid quarterly”;  all aye, motion carried.
Underwood made motion, second by Griess to approve Financial Report for October 2016 as presented; all aye, motion carried.

Motion by Griess, second by Johnson to approve Village Accounts Payable Claims October 2016 as presented; all aye, motion carried.

Scott Philbrick shared information regarding the Valley County Local Emergency Operations Plan (LEOP). Doug Griess introduced Resolution 2016.8 approving the 2015 Local Emergency Operations Plan and moved for its adoption, second by Alvin Johnson. Roll call vote: Griess: aye; Johnson: aye; Underwood: aye; Anderson: aye; Paider: aye, motion carried and Resolution 2016.8 adopted.

Nomination of representative for Tri-County Municipalities for Region 26 Board was discussed. No nominations.

Underwood made motion, Griess second, to offer Jason Dietz starting wage of $18/hour to be raised to $20/hour after obtaining necessary certifications within one year, plus $500 monthly bonus to be paid quarterly. Roll call vote: Underwood: aye; Griess: aye; Johnson: aye; Anderson: nay; Paider: aye, motion carried.

Trustees decided not to let Peggy Peters use Community Center free of charge for Mobile Food Pantry.

Employee Handbook was discussed. Clerk Ritz will ask Attorney Glenn Clark to check it over.

Trevor Lee was not able to be at our meeting, he would like to develop a list of stakeholders from the Village, Legion, School, Baseball and Softball Coaches, etc. to talk about needs in the park. Trustees decided to tentatively set a special meeting date for January 11, 2016, at the Community Center if Trevor Lee will be able to attend.

Reflection stone was discussed, Wayne Hunt will get more information.

Wayne Hunt reported Johnson Service put together pictures after sewer foaming for the Board to look at; Miller & Associates have been here to survey where the main water lines will be replaced, and tomorrow, Tuesday, leaking fire hydrant will be dug out.
