BOARD OF TRUSTEES


March 13, 2017
Meeting was called to order by Chairman Dale Paider at 8:00 p.m. Trustees in attendance for the meeting were Dale Paider, Richard Anderson, Doug Griess, Alvin Johnson  and Christy Underwood. Others present for at least part of the meeting were Brad Slaughter, Ameritas, Judy Petersen, Central Nebraska Housing and Economic Development, Matt and Ashley Allen, Wayne Hunt and Rosmarie Ritz.
Chairman Dale Paider announced and informed the public that a current copy of the Open Meetings Act was posted in the room and a copy of the Act was also available in pamphlet form.

Motion by Griess, second by Underwood, to approve minutes of regular meeting of February 13, 2017; all aye, motion carried.
Johnson made motion, second by Griess, to approve Financial Report for February 2017 as presented; all aye, motion carried.

Motion by Griess, second by Johnson to approve Village Accounts Payable Claims February 2017 as presented; all aye, motion carried.

Chairman Dale Paider introduced Ordinance No. 338 entitled: 

AN ORDINANCE OF THE VILLAGE OF ARCADIA, VALLEY COUNTY, NEBRASKA, AUTHORIZING THE ISSUANCE, SALE, AND DELIVERY OF GENERAL OBLIGATION WATER BONDS, SERIES 2017, OF THE VILLAGE OF ARCADIA, NEBRASKA IN AN AGGREGATE PRINCIPAL AMOUNT OF $295,000 TO PAY THE COSTS OF CONSTRUCTING IMPROVEMENTS TO THE WATER SYSTEM OF THE VILLAGE; PRESCRIBING THE FORM AND CERTAIN DETAILS OF THE BONDS AND PROVIDING FOR THE FIXING AND ESTABLISHING OF OTHER DETAILS OF THE BONDS; PROVIDING FOR THE LEVY AND COLLECTION OF AN ANNUAL TAX FOR THE PURPOSE OF PAYING THE PRINCIPAL OF AND INTEREST ON THE BONDS AS THEY BECOME DUE; DESIGNATING THE BONDS AS QUALIFIED TAX-EXEMPT OBLIGATIONS; ADOPTING CERTAIN POST-ISSUANCE COMPLIANCE PROCEDURES WITH RESPECT TO THE BONDS; AUTHORIZING CERTAIN OTHER DOCUMENTS AND ACTIONS IN CONNECTION THEREWITH; AND PROVIDING FOR THE PUBLICATION OF THE ORDINANCE IN PAMPHLET FORM.
It was moved by Underwood, second by Johnson that the statutory rule requiring the Ordinance be read by title on three different days be suspended. The yeas and nays were called upon the adoption of said motion, and the vote was as follows: Underwood: aye; Johnson: aye; Griess: aye; Anderson: nay; Paider: aye; motion carried. Thereupon said Ordinance No. 338 was read by title and it was moved by Underwood, second by Johnson that Ordinance No. 338 be passed and adopted. The Chairman stated that the question was: “Shall Ordinance No. 338 be passed and adopted?” The yeas and nays were called upon the question as stated and the vote was as follows, and so recorded: Underwood: aye; Johnson: aye; Griess: aye; Anderson: nay; Paider: aye; motion carried. Thereupon the Chairman declared said Ordinance No. 338 duly passed and adopted.

Motion by Johnson, second by Griess, to approve payment to Miller & Associates for $2,600; all aye, motion carried.

Judy Petersen, CNHED, presented information regarding changes that should be made when reapplying for housing grant. Underwood made motion, second by Johnson, to apply for housing grant with $135,000 in cash matching funds and $2,500 in kind contribution; all aye, motion carried.

Nancy Glaubke, Valley County Health System, was unable to attend our meeting.

Motion by Anderson, second by Griess, to approve Ashley Allen as Manager for the American Legion Post 251; all aye, motion carried.

Johnson made motion, second by Griess, to pay City of Loup City $1,414.88 for crack sealer; all aye, motion carried. 
We did not receive any nominations for vacancy on Board of Health.
Clerk will send notice with April invoices that we will have a collection point in Arcadia for “white goods”, e.g. refrigerators, washers, dryers, etc. and haul them to Ord on Friday, April 21, 2017.
Wayne Hunt showed the Board of Trustees the kind of granite that could be used for a memorial plaque for Wes Sell. The Trustees agreed to a 12x12 granite plaque with drawing and text.

Memorial plaque for Gary Greenland was discussed, details to be determined at a later date.
No changes need to be made to draft copy of Lower Loup Natural Resources District Multi-Jurisdictional Hazard Mitigation Plan Update.

Loup Central Landfill – Dale Paider; Board of Health – Dale Paider. Wayne Hunt reported that David Jundt conducted the routine sanitary survey for Arcadia Public Water System this month. It is time to have the water tower inspected. Trustees agreed for Wayne Hunt to procure a bid for water tower inspection in time for the April meeting. Clerk Ritz will be gone from March 17 through March 24.
