BOARD OF TRUSTEES


November 8, 2021
Meeting was called to order by Chairman Pro-Tem Alvin Johnson at 8:04 p.m. Trustees in attendance for the meeting were Alvin Johnson, Doug Griess, Amy Sillivan and Rich Spencer. Trustee Dale Paider was absent (excused).The meeting was held at the Arcadia Community Center to allow for social distancing. Notice of meeting was posted in advance at Arcadia Village Office, Arcadia Post Office and First Nebraska Bank. Others present for at least part of the meeting were VC Deputy Dave Scheideler, Michael & Dawn Goodwin, Scott Christensen, Primerica, Wayne Hunt, Heath Kursave and Rosmarie Ritz.
Chairman Pro-Tem Alvin Johnson announced and informed the public that a current copy of the Nebraska Open Meetings Act was posted in the room and a copy of the Act was also available in pamphlet form.
Griess made motion, second by Sillivan, to approve minutes of regular meeting of October 11, 2021; ayes: Griess, Sillivan, Johnson; abstain: Spencer; motion carried. Paider absent and not voting.
Motion by Sillivan, second by Griess, to approve Financial Report for October 2021 as presented; ayes: Sillivan, Griess, Spencer, Johnson; motion carried. Paider absent and not voting.   
Spencer made motion, second by Griess, to approve Village Accounts Payable Claims October 2021; ayes: Spencer, Griess, Sillivan, Johnson; motion carried. Paider absent and not voting.
Motion by Griess, second by Spencer, to approve estimate of recurring claims for payment before December 2021 meeting; ayes: Griess, Spencer, Sillivan, Johnson; motion carried. Paider absent and not voting.

Scott Christensen presented retirement plan options. Fees for 457b administration would come out of employee’s account. Trustees decided to have Scott set up a meeting with Heath to discuss plan. Will put on agenda for December meeting.

Michael Goodwin discussed purchase of Co-op building; lease is for two years (November 2020-November 2022) with option to purchase. He would like to purchase the building now instead of leasing for another year, his proposal is $50,000. Village could rent back building to store equipment for the time being.

Griess made motion, second by Spencer, to approve payment of $3,992.15 to Johnson Service Company for cleaning out sewer lines; ayes: Griess, Spencer, Sillivan, Johnson; motion carried. Paider absent and not voting.

Motion by Sillivan, second by Griess, to reimburse Rosmarie Ritz $431.43 ($364.23 new printer and ink cartridges, $67.20 mileage); ayes: Sillivan, Griess, Spencer, Johnson; motion carried. Paider absent and not voting.

Sillivan made motion, second by Griess, to adopt Resolution 2021.7 Signing of Year-End Certification of City Street Superintendent 2021; ayes: Sillivan, Griess, Spencer, Johnson; motion carried and Resolution 2021.7 adopted. Paider absent and not voting.

Nebraska Rural Water Association helped us take influent wastewater sample; motion by Sillivan, second by Griess, to pay Nebraska Rural Water Association same amount as last time; ayes: Sillivan, Griess, Spencer, Johnson; motion carried. Paider absent and not voting.

Trustee Doug Griess reported that he did not yet receive an estimate for boat ramp.

Jess Trotter would like to donate old jail house to the Village to display; trustees in favor, need to find a place to display it.

Chairman Pro-Tem Alvin Johnson mentioned that we need to put electricity at ballpark on agenda for December meeting.

Clerk Ritz reported that Wayne and Heath received notice of renewal for water licenses in mail; also, wastewater class for Heath will take place November 9 & 10 in Arcadia, might have to pay for exam before taking it. Griess made motion, second by Sillivan, to pay $230 to NDEE for Wayne’s water licenses - $115 for grade IV and $115 for grade VI (backflow), pay $115 to NDEE for Heath’s water license, grade IV, and pay NDEE $150 (if required to prepay) for Heath to take wastewater test on November 10; ayes: Griess, Sillivan, Spencer, Johnson; motion carried. Paider absent and not voting.

Wayne Hunt reported that we will need to put no parking and handicap sign in front of Faith Bible parsonage.

Next quarterly employee review is scheduled for December. Board of Trustees decided that Alvin Johnson and Amy Sillivan will conduct reviews morning of December 13, 2021.

Motion to adjourn by Griess, second by Spencer, ayes: Griess, Spencer, Sillivan, Johnson; motion carried and meeting adjourned at 9:17 p.m.; next regularly scheduled meeting will be Monday, December 13, 2021, at 8:00 p.m. at the Arcadia Community Center.
