BOARD OF TRUSTEES


December 13, 2021
Meeting was called to order by Chairman Dale Paider at 8:01 p.m. Trustees in attendance for the meeting were Dale Paider, Alvin Johnson, Doug Griess, Amy Sillivan (arrived at 8:17 p.m.) and Rich Spencer.The meeting was held at the Arcadia Community Center to allow for social distancing. Notice of meeting was posted in advance at Arcadia Village Office, Arcadia Post Office and First Nebraska Bank. Others present for at least part of the meeting were VC Deputy Dave Scheideler, Wayne Hunt, Heath Kursave and Rosmarie Ritz.
Chairman Dale Paider announced and informed the public that a current copy of the Nebraska Open Meetings Act was posted in the room and a copy of the Act was also available in pamphlet form.
Spencer made motion, second by Griess, to approve minutes of regular meeting of November 8, 2021; ayes: Spencer, Griess, Johnson, Paider; motion carried. Sillivan absent and not voting.
Griess made motion, second by Johnson to approve minutes of special meeting of November 15, 2021; ayes: Griess, Johnson, Paider; abstain: Spencer; motion carried. Sillivan absent and not voting.

Motion by Johnson, second by Spencer, to approve Financial Report for November 2021 as presented; ayes: Johnson, Spencer, Griess, Paider; motion carried. Sillivan absent and not voting.   
Johnson made motion, second by Spencer, to approve Village Accounts Payable Claims November 2021 without Dale’s Riverside claim; ayes: Johnson, Spencer, Griess, Paider; motion carried. Sillivan absent and not voting.
Motion by Johnson, second by Griess, to approve Dale’s Riverside claim; ayes: Johnson, Griess, Spencer; abstain: Paider; motion carried. Sillivan absent and not voting.

Motion by Griess, second by Johnson, to approve estimate of recurring claims for payment before January 2022 meeting; ayes: Griess, Johnson, Spencer, Paider; motion carried. Sillivan absent and not voting.

Valley County Deputy Dave Scheideler reported that they made seven drug arrests with help of certified dog; Deputy Chris Grooms has fully recovered and is back at work, new deputy Johnny Lawrence will do training and should be ready to join them in April. Sheriff’s office is busy with Stuff the Patrol Truck Toy Drive, they have currently names of 132 children in Valley County they will deliver toys to and 19 meals for families, all being delivered evening of December 23.

Trustee Amy Sillivan arrived at 8:17 p.m.

Due to conflict of scheduling Scott Christensen wasn’t able to meet with Heath or Wayne yet, will meet with them tomorrow morning.Trustees need to decide what match should be for retirement fund. Motion by Griess, second by Johnson, to provide up to 3% match to retirement fund as of January 1, 2022 for Heath Kursave and Wayne Hunt; ayes: Griess, Johnson, Spencer, Sillivan, Paider; motion carried.

Johnson made motion, second by Griess, to approve payment of Maschka’s Building Center invoice in the amount of $2,548.64; ayes: Johnson, Griess, Sillivan, Spencer, Paider; motion carried.

Motion by Griess, second by Sillivan, to approve payment of $1,000.00 to Gray Contracting LLC for installation of new windows at Community Center; ayes: Griess, Sillivan, Spencer, Paider; abstain: Johnson; motion carried.
Johnson made motion, second by Spencer to pay $865.00 to Lammers, Abel & Kaps CPA’s, P.C. for preparation of Audit Waiver Form for FY 2020-2021; ayes: Johnson, Spencer, Griess, Sillivan, Paider; motion carried.

Motion by Johnson, second by Spencer, to approve payment of $106.40 to Wayne Hunt for mileage reimbursement, two trips to Grand Island to deliver water samples; ayes: Johnson, Spencer, Sillivan, Griess, Paider; motion carried.

Johnson made motion, second by Spencer, to accept termination of lease by Central Nebraska Medical Clinic; ayes: Johnson, Spencer, Griess, Sillivan, Paider; motion carried.

Breaker boxes at ballfield tabled till January meeting, waiting for an estimate.

Motion by Johnson, second by Spencer, to have Culligan install drinking water system in both duplex units; ayes: Johnson, Spencer, Griess, Sillivan, Paider; motion carried.

Griess made motion, second by Sillivan, to adopt Resolution 2021.8 appointing Dale Paider as representative and Alvin Johnson as alternate representative on the Loup Central Landfill Association Board, serving for a term of two years; ayes: Griess, Sillivan, Spencer, Johnson, Paider; motion carried and Resolution 2021.8 adopted.

Board of Trustees agreed to list of items to put on application for safety grant to be submitted to LARM, and to set up a presentation by LARM with a safety topic of “Slips, Trips and Falls.”

Motion by Sillivan, second by Johnson, to pursue refinancing of water bond as described by Brad Slaughter; ayes: Sillivan, Johnson, Spencer, Griess, Paider; motion carried.

Chairman Dale Paider closed meeting sine die.

Meeting was opened at 8:55 p.m. Johnson made motion, second by Griess, to select Dale Paider as Chairman and keep annual appointments the same: Village Clerk/Treasurer: Rosmarie Ritz; Utilities Superintendent: Wayne Hunt; Village Attorney: Glenn Clark/Kayla Clark; Board of Health: Dale Paider, Valley County Sheriff (Valley County Deputy Dave Scheideler), Karen Greenland, Bruce Ohme, Jesse Trotter; Street Superintendent: Reed Miller, License Number S-514 Class A and Engineer License Number E-4486, Contract Consultant, beginning date of appointment January 1, 2022; ayes: Johnson, Griess, Sillivan, Spencer, Paider; motion carried.
Wayne Hunt reported that they are working on trees, Miller & Associated filled out Clean Water Needs Survey for Arcadia, Chad Dixon finished survey of Arcadia Cemetery Fifth Addition, Heath will move outside of Arcadia, can he drive Ford pick-up to farm and back? Trustees agreed to Heath Kursave using Village Ford pick-up to drive to farm and back.

Trustee Griess shared estimate by MD Aquatics LLC for dock materials. We will apply for grants from Valley County Tourism, NRD and Wozab, will put on January agenda. Trustee Sillivan mentioned that Paula Johnson would like an annual budget amount for flowers and mulch. Clerk Ritz will report how much we spent on plants and mulch last year.
Clerk Ritz reported that Teresa Staab asked to use community center for junior class to make prom props; trustees decided to have carpets and floor cleaned but wait till after prom; received thank you note from Nebraska Rural Water Association, tax statement for duplex is $6,612.68.
