BOARD OF TRUSTEES


September 13, 2021
Meeting was called to order by Chairman Dale Paider at 8:01 p.m. Trustees in attendance for the meeting were Dale Paider, Alvin Johnson, Doug Griess and Rich Spencer. Trustee Amy Sillivan was absent (excused).The meeting was held at the Arcadia Community Center to allow for social distancing. Notice of meeting was posted in advance at Arcadia Village Office, Arcadia Post Office and First Nebraska Bank. Others present for at least part of the meeting were Chuck Abel, Demi Rodocker, Valley County Deputy Dave Scheideler, Heath Kursave, Wayne Hunt and Rosmarie Ritz.
Chairman Dale Paider announced and informed the public that a current copy of the Nebraska Open Meetings Act was posted in the room and a copy of the Act was also available in pamphlet form.
Chairman Dale Paider opened budget hearing at 8:02 p.m. Chuck Abel, CPA, Lammers, Abel & Kaps, CPA’s, PC, presented overview of budget for Village of Arcadia for fiscal year October 1, 2021 through September 30, 2022. Discussion and comments regarding 2021-2022 budget. Motion by Johnson, second by Spencer, to close budget hearing at 8:16 p.m.

Griess made motion, second by Johnson, to approve minutes of regular meeting of August 9, 2021; ayes: Griess, Johnson, Spencer, Paider; motion carried. Sillivan absent and not voting.
Johnson made motion, second by Spencer, to approve Financial Report for August 2021 as presented; ayes: Johnson, Spencer, Griess, Paider; motion carried. Sillivan absent and not voting.   
Motion by Johnson, second by Griess to approve Village Accounts Payable Claims August 2021 without Alvin Johnson claim; ayes: Johnson, Griess, Spencer, Paider; motion carried. Sillivan absent and not voting.
Spencer made motion, second by Griess, to approve Alvin Johnson claim; ayes: Spencer, Griess, Paider; abstain: Johnson; motion carried. Sillivan absent and not voting.

Motion by Griess, second by Johnson, to approve estimate of recurring claims for payment before October 2021 meeting; ayes: Griess, Johnson; Spencer, Paider; motion carried. Sillivan absent and not voting.

Alvin Johnson made motion, second by Rich Spencer, to adopt Resolution 2021.4 authorizing increasing the Village’s restricted funds authority for 2021-2022 by an additional 1%. Voting yes: Johnson, Spencer, Griess, Paider; motion carried and Resolution 2021.4 adopted. Sillivan absent and not voting.
Motion by Doug Griess, second by Alvin Johnson to request an audit waiver for fiscal year ended September 30, 2021. Voting yes: Griess, Johnson, Spencer, Paider; motion carried; Sillivan absent and not voting.
Alvin Johnson made motion, second by Doug Griess to adopt the 2021-22 budget as published. Voting yes: Johnson, Griess, Spencer, Paider; motion carried. Sillivan absent and not voting.

Chairman Dale Paider opened special hearing to set final tax request at 8:22 p.m. No comments. Hearing was closed at 8:23 p.m.
Motion by Alvin Johnson, second by Rich Spencer to adopt Resolution 2021.5 setting the property tax request for the fiscal year beginning October 1, 2021 at $96,831. Voting yes: Johnson, Spencer, Griess, Paider; motion carried and Resolution 2021.5 adopted. Sillivan absent and not voting.

Chuck Abel presented the audit report for fiscal year 2019-20. Findings and recommendations were discussed. Village will look into new retirement plan. Audit was approved by Nebraska State Auditor of Public Accounts on August 20, 2021.

Motion by Johnson, second by Griess, to approve mileage reimbursement of $44.80, Dale Paider, round trip to Cairo to pick up light bulbs for ballfield; ayes: Johnson, Griess, Spencer; abstain: Paider; Sillivan abstain and not voting.
Johnson made motion, second by Spencer, to appoint Brian Sell to serve as a commissioner on the Arcadia Housing Authority Board; Brian Sell will replace Rod Sell; ayes: Johnson, Spencer, Griess, Paider; motion carried. Sillivan absent and not voting.

Motion by Spencer, second by Johnson, to write a letter to Nebraska Public Service Commission in support of NCTC’s grant application; ayes: Spencer, Johnson, Griess, Paider; motion carried. Sillivan absent and not voting.

Spencer made motion, second by Johnson, to schedule a special meeting to review insurance options on Monday, September 20, 2021, at 7:00 p.m.; ayes: Spencer, Johnson, Griess, Paider; motion carried. Sillivan absent and not voting.

Wayne Hunt reported that water tower painting and repairs will be done this fall; have been busy getting ready for Labor Day. Trustees decided to put ramp for Garden Club Park on agenda for October.
Clerk Ritz informed the trustees that as of October 1, 2021, as a result of LB 26, residential water sales will no longer be subject to sales tax; Village received a thank you note from Michelle Hickman; Jennifer Kusak, Arcadia Public School teacher, would like her group of high ability learners, ages 13-18, to do a community service project once a quarter. We have several paint jobs that need to be done. Clerk Ritz will contact Jennifer Kusak so she and Wayne Hunt can work out project details for her group.
