BOARD OF TRUSTEES


March 14, 2022
Meeting was called to order by Chairman Dale Paider at 8:05 p.m. Trustees in attendance for the meeting were Dale Paider, Doug Griess (8:33 p.m.), Alvin Johnson and Rich Spencer. Trustee Amy Sillivan (excused) was absent. The meeting was held at the Arcadia Community Center to allow for social distancing. Notice of meeting was posted in advance at Arcadia Village Office, Arcadia Post Office and First Nebraska Bank. Others present for at least part of the meeting were VC Deputy Dave Scheideler, Matthew Molay, Terina Trotter-Wortman, Wayne Hunt, Heath Kursave and Rosmarie Ritz.
Chairman Dale Paider announced and informed the public that a current copy of the Nebraska Open Meetings Act was posted in the room and a copy of the Act was also available in pamphlet form.
Johnson made motion, second by Spencer, to approve minutes of regular meeting of February 14, 2022; ayes: Johnson, Spencer, Paider;  motion carried. Griess and Sillivan absent and not voting.
Motion by Johnson, second by Spencer, to approve Financial Report for February 2022 as presented; ayes: Johnson, Spencer, Paider; motion carried. Griess and Sillivan absent and not voting.   
Johnson made motion, second by Spencer, to approve Village Accounts Payable Claims February 2022; ayes: Johnson, Spencer, Paider; motion carried. Griess and Sillivan absent and not voting.
Motion by Johnson, second by Spencer, to approve estimate of recurring claims for payment before April 2022 meeting; ayes: Johnson, Spencer, Paider; motion carried. Griess and Sillivan absent and not voting.

Terina Trotter-Wortman asked trustees for permission to use the ball field and arena for 60th business anniversary celebration on July 16, 2022. Johnson made motion, second by Spencer, to grant request by Trotter Family to use ball field and arena complex for 60th anniversary celebration on July 16, 2022; ayes: Johnson, Spencer, Paider; motion carried. Griess and Sillivan absent and not voting.

Terina Trotter-Wortman informed trustees that she established a new non-profit 501(c) (3) called ASAP (Arcadia Safety and Preservation) fund to be used for the community.

Carrie Hurlburt is interested in renting room next to clerk’s office in the clinic building. Johnson made motion, second by Spencer, to rent room next to clerk’s office in the clinic building for $100/month; ayes: Johnson, Spencer, Paider; motion carried. Griess and Sillivan absent and not voting.

Eligibility requirements for retirement benefits for employees were discussed. Motion by Johnson, second by Spencer, that an eligible employee for 457 retirement plan is anyone paid on hourly or salary basis but not considered temporary or seasonal employee, part time employee must work at least 1,040 hours/year; ayes: Johnson, Spencer, Paider; motion carried. Griess and Sillivan absent and not voting.
Spencer made motion, second by Johnson, to approve payment of $202.11 to Culligan for installation and  one month rent of reverse osmosis system at duplex; ayes: Spencer, Johnson, Paider; motion carried. Griess and Sillivan absent and not voting.

Motion by Johnson, second by Spencer, to approve $15.98 reimbursement payment to Rosmarie Ritz for overnight shipping of replacement printer; ayes: Johnson, Spencer, Paider; motion carried. Griess and Sillivan absent and not voting.

Spencer made motion, second by Johnson, to pay Miller & Associates $1,650 for cemetery expansion survey; ayes: Spencer, Johnson, Paider; motion carried. Griess and Sillivan absent and not voting.

Motion by Johnson, second by Spencer, to pay Wadas, Inc. $63.46 for replacement filter at clinic building; ayes: Johnson, Spencer, Paider; motion carried. Griess and Sillivan absent and not voting.
Spencer made motion, second by Johnson, to approve $3,212.50 water bond payment to BOK Financial; ayes: Spencer, Johnson, Paider; motion carried. Griess and Sillivan absent and not voting.

Motion by Johnson, second by Spencer, to pay  Kutak Rock LLP $1,000, bond counsel fee; ayes: Johnson, Spencer, Paider; motion carried. Griess and Sillivan absent and not voting.

Paider made motion, second by Spencer, to reissue lost paycheck to Alvin Johnson,  #10593 dated 11/30/2021, net amount $92.35; ayes: Paider, Spencer; abstain: Johnson; motion carried. Griess and Sillivan absent and not voting.

Motion by Johnson, second by Spencer, to reissue lost check to Karen Greenland, #10675, dated 1/12/2022, $422.10, reimbursement of electricity charges; ayes: Johnson, Spencer, Paider; motion carried. Griess and Sillivan absent and not voting. 

Johnson made motion, second by Spencer, to return $75 water deposit to Patak & AG, business closed 2/28/2022; ayes: Johnson, Spencer, Paider; motion carried. Griess and Sillivan absent and not voting.

Trustee Doug Griess arrived at 8:33 p.m. Motion by Spencer, second by Griess, to pay SCEDD registration fee of $10 for Alvin Johnson to attend broadband workshop in Ord on March 21, 2022; ayes: Spencer, Griess, Johnson, Paider; motion carried. Sillivan absent and not voting.

Village Attorney Glenn Clark reviewed Lease Agreement between Arcadia Public Schools and Village of Arcadia with changes proposed by APS and approved changes. Johnson made motion, second by Spencer, to approve ball fields lease with Arcadia Public Schools and authorize Chairman to sign lease as presented with changes; ayes: Johnson, Spencer, Griess, Paider; motion carried. Sillivan absent and not voting. 

Clerk Ritz informed trustees that Nebraska Auditor of Public Accounts approved audit waiver request from Village of Arcadia for fiscal year ending 2021 and summarized comments and recommendations.

Trustees discussed estimate from Maschka’s Building Center to replace carpet in Community Center. Spencer made motion, second by Griess, to accept option 1, carpet tiles for $9,480; ayes: Spencer, Griess, Johnson, Paider; motion carried. Sillivan absent and not voting.

We have submitted grant applications for Kayak Dock Project Garden Club Park to Valley County Tourism, Lower Loup Natural Resources District (LLNRD) and Wozab Memorial Fund. Valley County Tourism will award us $1,526 for our project, LLNRD will meet on April 19, 2022 to discuss grants, and we have not yet heard from Wozab Memorial Fund.

Grant Calleroz submitted floor plans for new building by water tower. We will flag where building would be and look at plans to see if we need to make changes, and then advertise for bids. 

John Sheets provided estimate for erection of a pole shed next to shop building as an extension of garbage truck parking area. Johnson made motion, second by Griess, to accept $5,500 estimate by John Sheets to erect pole shed and move overhead door; ayes: Johnson, Griess, Spencer, Paider; motion carried. Sillivan absent and not voting.

Motion by Griess, second by Johnson, to have Wayne Hunt get a new cell phone as needed; ayes: Griess, Johnson, Spencer, Paider; motion carried. Sillivan absent and not voting.

Nebraska Mosquito and Vector Control Association (NMVCA) 2022 membership dues for 2022 are $15; they will host summer workshops offering machine calibration and droplet testing. Johnson made motion, second by Spencer, to pay $40 to NMVCA covering 2022 dues and workshop fee registration in Burwell on June 8, 2022, for Heath Kursave; ayes: Johnson, Spencer, Griess, Paider; motion carried. Sillivan absent and not voting.

Trustees discussed spring clean-up letter 2022 to be sent out to residents with April invoices. Change for 2022 is that we will no longer take refrigerators, freezers or window air conditioners. Wayne Hunt requested that we add DO NOT PUT PAPER TOWELS DOWN THE SEWER LINE.

Spencer made motion, second by Johnson, to have carpets cleaned in clinic building; ayes: Spencer, Johnson, Griess, Paider; motion carried. Sillivan absent and not voting.

Will need to do some research regarding a policy for garbage service for rural customers. 
Valley County Deputy Dave Scheideler reported that with help of canine unit they made 39 drug arrests this year.

Motion to adjourn by Spencer, second by Griess, all aye, meeting adjourned at 9:14 p.m. The next regularly scheduled meeting will be Monday, April 11, 2022, at the Arcadia Community Center.
