BOARD OF TRUSTEES


June 13, 2022
Meeting was called to order by Chairman Dale Paider at 8:00 p.m. Trustees in attendance for the meeting were Dale Paider, Alvin Johnson and Rich Spencer. Trustee Amy Sillivan (excused) was absent. The meeting was held at the Arcadia Community Center to allow for social distancing. Notice of meeting was posted in advance at Arcadia Village Office, Arcadia Post Office and First Nebraska Bank. Others present for at least part of the meeting were Bill Staab, Valley County Deputy Dave Scheideler, Deb Dodson, Wayne Hunt and Rosmarie Ritz.
Chairman Dale Paider announced and informed the public that a current copy of the Nebraska Open Meetings Act was posted in the room and a copy of the Act was also available in pamphlet form.
The Village Office has not received any communication regarding vacant trustee position.
Johnson made motion, second by Paider, to approve minutes of regular meeting of May 9, 2022; ayes: Johnson, Paider;  abstain: Spencer; motion carried. Sillivan absent and not voting.
Motion by Spencer, second by Johnson, to approve minutes of May 23, 2022, special meeting; ayes: Spencer, Johnson, Paider; motion carried. Sillivan absent and not voting.

Motion by Johnson, second by Spencer, to approve Financial Report for May 2022 as presented; ayes: Johnson, Spencer, Paider; motion carried. Sillivan absent and not voting.   
Spencer made motion, second by Johnson, to approve Village Accounts Payable Claims May 2022 without Dale’s Riverside claim; ayes: Spencer, Johnson, Paider; motion carried. Sillivan absent and not voting. Motion by Johnson, second by Spencer, to approve Dale’s Riverside claim; ayes: Johnson, Spencer; abstain: Paider; motion carried. Sillivan absent and not voting.   
Motion by Johnson, second by Spencer, to approve estimate of recurring claims for payment before July 2022 meeting; ayes: Johnson, Spencer, Paider; motion carried. Sillivan absent and not voting.

Deb Dodson informed Board of Trustees that on Wednesday, June 22, 2022, bicyclists participating in Tour Day Nebraska, will stop at Forged In Faith building for breakfast, between 9:00 a.m. and 10:00 a.m. They are expecting 370 bike riders. Due to high volume of bicycles, Deb Dodson asked if we could block off Hastings Street from Bridge Street to Wall Street, from 8:00 a.m. to 11:00 a.m. Trustees agreed to have Wayne flag off the area, Valley County Deputy Dave Scheideler stated that the Sheriff’s Office will also help with traffic.
Trustees and Bill Staab discussed survey of property including two alleys and one street adjacent to his properties we are planning to vacate.   
Motion by Johnson, second by Spencer, to approve payment of $485.00 to Heaven’s Best Carpet Cleaning for cleaning tiles in Community Center; ayes: Johnson, Spencer, Paider; motion carried. Sillivan absent and not voting.

Spencer made motion, second by Johnson, to approve payment to Casen Halva of $150.00 for sprinkler service at Duplex and $150.00 for sprinkler service at Garden Club Park; ayes: Spencer, Johnson, Paider; motion carried. Sillivan absent and not voting.
Motion by Spencer, second by Johnson, to pay $118.06 to Barco Municipal Products, Inc., for two yield signs; ayes: Spencer, Johnson, Paider; motion carried. Sillivan absent and not voting.

Paider made motion, second by Johnson, to pay Nebraska Rural Water Association $125.00 for 2022 membership dues; ayes: Paider, Johnson, Spencer; motion carried. Sillivan absent and not voting.

Motion by Spencer, second by Johnson, to approve payment of $159.75 to K.C. Pest Control for bi-annual service at Duplex; ayes: Spencer, Johnson, Paider; motion carried. Sillivan absent and not voting.
Johnson made motion, second by Spencer, to pay Colliers Lawn Service $205.00 for mowing, fertilizing and spraying at Duplex; ayes: Johnson, Spencer, Paider; motion carried. Sillivan absent and not voting.

Motion by Paider, second by Spencer, to approve $214.09 for petty cash (postage for water samples $199.65 and $14.44 general postage); ayes: Paider, Spencer, Johnson; motion carried. Sillivan absent and not voting.

Postage will increase to $0.60 from $0.58 for a letter on July 10, 2022; if we buy 2,400 stamps before postage increase, we will save $42. Spencer made motion, second by Johnson, to buy 2,400 stamps for $1,392.00; ayes: Spencer, Johnson, Paider; motion carried. Sillivan absent and not voting.

Motion by Paider, second by Spencer, to purchase two surveillance cameras and link to Wayne’s phone; ayes: Paider, Spencer, Johnson; motion carried. Sillivan absent and not voting.

Spencer made motion, second by Johnson, to employ Emeline Braithwaite as part time summer help for the Village of Arcadia; ayes: Spencer, Johnson, Paider; motion carried. Sillivan absent and not voting.
Wayne Hunt discussed water leak between well and water tower. Overflow was plugged which might have caused pipe between well and water tower to leak.

Trustees decided to have Alvin Johnson and Rich Spencer conduct employee reviews on Monday, August 8, 2022.
Clerk Ritz reminded trustees that incumbent filing deadline is July 15, 2022. 

Motion to adjourn by Spencer, second by Johnson, all aye, meeting adjourned at 9:38 p.m. The next regularly scheduled meeting will be Monday, July 11, 2022, at the Arcadia Community Center.
